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The concept of Mobile bearing was introduced to improve kinematics in Total Knee Replacement. The consistency in the outcomes of favorable results and the fact that the basic design of the rotating platform has remained unchanged in 3 decades bears witness to this.

This study is an analysis of 200 rotating platform LCS knees operated from July 2000 to July 2007 with a minimum follow up of 1 year. There were a total of 154 patients, 34 of whom were males. The mean age was 42 years. The majority of the cases were Osteoarthritis and Rheumatoid Arthritis. The preoperative knee society score ranged from 10 to 51 and post operative score ranged from 75 to 87. The pre operative knee functional score was 20 to 80 and postoperative score was 85 to 100.  There was only one case of infection and 6 patients who complained of anterior knee pain.
