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This study reveals the early results of the Genesis II High Flex Total Knee Replacement system. There were 120 cases of TKA done consecutively by a single surgeon in a private setup at a teaching hospital. All cases were done using the conventional method. 98% of the patients were females. Minimum follow-up was 12 months and maximum follow-up was 36 months. There were no cases of infection and none were revised. The functional knee scores were excellent in large proportion of the patients.
