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In ASEAN countries, there is a tendency for patients to delay in coming for knee replacement surgery.  As a result, severe varus and valgus deformities are often encountered during TKAs.

The causes of deformities include:-

(1)
Bone loss at the femoral condyle for valgus deformities.

(2)
Bone loss at the medial tibial condyle for varus deformities.

(3)
Ligamentous laxity and contractures.

(4)
Previous femoral and tibial fractures and malunion.

Careful pre-operative planning reduces and minimises the intra-operative difficulties that will be encountered.
The various techniques of deformity correction and reconstruction will be presented.
