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Studies on the morphology of the hip joint are paramount to the implant design and survivorship of total hip arthroplasty. The morphology of the hip varies among different population; genetics, sex, age and environmental issues are all important factors. A study was conducted in our centre to investigate the morphology of the local population, and to compare that with the results from Western population. A selected group of 20 young males and females underwent computerised tomography (CT) of their lower limb. The data from the CT was analysed and various key parameters of the proximal femur and acetabulum were measured. In this presentation, the author will present the results on this group of local population and various issues will be discussed including the implication for future implant design for the Asian population.
