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Total hip replacement in adult developmental dislocation of hip is a challenging exercise.

Reconstruction of the acetabulum involves creating a new acetabulum using bone grafts. The femoral canal in these patients is usually narrow and narrow stem femoral prostheses have to be used.

This report is on 5 patients with developmental dislocation of hip. Three of them had Stage 3 dysplasia and two had Stage 4 dysplastic acetabulae. All these patients were female and their age ranged from 40 years to 55 years. They had severe pain and limp.
At 3 years follow-up, 2 patients had revision surgery – 1 due to acetabular loosening and 1 due to broken femoral prosthesis.
Those who had revision were obese and were more active than the others.

The operation for total hip replacement in adult developmental dislocation of hip is gratifying but complications could arise due to increased activity and weight which could lead to implant failure.
